CREAM OF THE CROP!

This week Year 8 have been using
their knowledge of bacteria and fungi
to produce food using these helpful
microbes. Initially, students made
their own bread using yeast. This
wonderful fungus makes the dough
rise by converting sugars into carbon
dioxide gas during aerobic respiration.

The class then went on to make
yoghurt from milKk using a
c ul t ur elLactolmaéillugbadteviee
These magical microbes convert the

‘“starter

lactose sugar in the milk into lactic

acid, which curdles the milk proteins

and thickens it. After heating our

whole milk samples to above 70°C for
5 minutes, we allowed the milk to

cool to 46°C before adding 1 teaspoon
of our live culture (you could try this
at home using a small amount of
natural Greek yoghurt). After stirring
thoroughly, the students poured their
mixture into a sterile plastic cup and
covered it, to prevent any further
microbes from entering. After just
over 24 hours all of our milk had
converted into yoghurt that we could
taste! Mmmmm!
