Accreditation 
 

In 2010-2011 the School became a member 
of the National Association of British Schools 
in Spain (NABSS). In November 2014 the 
British Council, on behalf of NABSS, 
awarded Laude San Pedro the maximum  
authorisation for six years. The School is 
recognised by the Spanish Ministry of 
Education and its courses and programmes 
are validated through the Equivalencies 
Protocols (homologaci·n) of the Education 
Ministry.  

The Spanish Bachillerato Programme in the 
final two years of School is fully authorised 
by the Ministry.  The School is an authorised 
examination centre for the Cambridge 
Examinations Board (First certificate and 
Proficiency English Language exams, as well 
as A-level and GCSE) and a London Edexcel 
Centre.   

The School is registered  as  an  official  
centre for UCAS, the UK universities 
applications procedure.  Students at the 
School have also entered for LAMDA arts 
and drama exams as well as those for the 
Royal School of Music (RSA).

How can I enrol my child? 
 
Ask for an appointment to see our great 
facilities and use the opportunity to make a 
pre-enrolment or an enrolment. 
 
When should I enrol my child? 
 
After November we start the admissions 
process with all the parents who have pre-
enrolled their children. If you wish to 
formalize the enrolment an appointment will 
be given to you and your children for an 
assessment. 
 
What are your fees? 
 
For this purpose, ask for an appointment 
with the Head of Admissions (Lily Lam) and 
she will hand you out all the information and 
answer all your questions. Or complete the 
form on our website and within a short 
period of time you will receive the 
information. 
 
What is the difference between a 
bilingual and a British school? 
 
In Spain a bilingual school has an important 
percentage of English teaching as well as the 
Spanish curriculum. Laude San Pedro is a 
British school which follows the British 
National Curriculum. About 80% of the 
lessons are taught in English and the rest in 
Spanish as a first and second language.

Project. 
 
From entry into the School until the age of 
five, children follow the Early Years Curriculum 
and are supported in developing their potential 
at their own pace. The project based 
curriculum focuses on seven prime areas of 
learning. Using developmentally appropriate 
play activities, we ensure that a carefully 
planned curriculum is design and tailored to 
meet individual children's interests. Our 
educational project within the Foundation 
Stage recognises that children develop 
quickly, and our team are focused on 
facilitating the childrenôs right to provision 
which enables them to develop their 
personalities, talents and abilities. 

Our philosophies and aims are underpinned by 
an ethos and monitoring of developmental 
milestones which appreciates that ñChildren 
are born ready, able and eager to learn. They 
actively reach out to interact with other 
people, and in the world around them. 
Development is not an automatic process, 
however. It depends on each unique child 
having opportunities to interact in positive 
relationships and enabling environments.ò 

Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 
 

All aspects of the National Curriculum are covered 
but our syllabus is broader and more challenging 
and includes the requirements of the Spanish 
Education Ministry and English as a Second 
Language. 
 
Key Stage 1 
 
There is a smooth transition between the Early 
Years Foundation Stage and Year 1, with the 
continuation of familiar play-based learning 
activities.  During this Key Stage, the children are 
introduced to a wider range of specialised subjects 
including PE and Music and there is a weekly 
lesson in our fully updated computer 
suite.  Emphasis is put on reading, writing, 
arithmetic and investigative skills. 
 
Key Stage 2 
 
At the end of Year 2 the pupils move into the Key 
Stage 2 department.  During the four years in Key 
Stage 2 pupils will be provided with a vast array of 
academic  and  extracurricular  opportunities  
which constitute an appropriate preparation 
for secondary education. Music, Art, Modern 
Languages, Design and Technology and ICT are all 
included within the curriculum. There is also 
a strong emphasis on recreational and competitive 
sport using the unrivalled facilities at Laude San 
Pedro. 
 
A rigorous academic education is at the heart of 
what we do. We aim to encourage and guide our 
pupils whilst stretching them to achieve their 
maximum potential. 

Laude San Pedro International College has a 
thriving Secondary School, which offers the 
British Curriculum to our international 
community all the way from Year 7 to Year 13. 
 
The Secondary School is divided into 3 Key 
Stages: Key Stage 3 for Years 7 to 9, Key 
Stage 4 for Years 10 to 11 and Key Stage 5 for 
Years 12 & 13. 
 
The Head of Pastoral Care oversees all of the 
key stages in the Secondary School, looking 
after every student's well-being. 
 
The Secondary School at Laude San Pedro 
International College prepares its students to 
take the official British external examinations 
in both Key Stage 4 and Key Stage 5. 
 
At the end of Year 11, our students sit their 
GCSE examinations which enables them 
to progress to the 6th Form (Key Stage 5).  
 
As  far  as  infrastructure  is  concerned,  
Laude San  Pedro  International  College  is a 
purpose-built building offering the very best 
educational facilities on the Costa Del Sol. 
 
In addition to its numerous classrooms all 
equipped with the latest technology, the 
Secondary School has a range of specialized 
classrooms, including 3 state of the art 
Science laboratories, a kitchen for Food 
Technology, 3 computer rooms, a Digital 
Media room, 2 fully equipped Art rooms and a 
brand new Astroturf football pitch.

Bachillerato Espa¶ol 

In the two final years, 6th Form students study 
towards their A-level  examinations. For some 
subjects, students will sit exams at the end of 
both Year 12 and Year 13; other subjects 
require students to sit all of their exams at the 
end of Year 13.  
 
All subjects taught in Secondary are grouped in 
departments, and every department has a Head 
of Department, responsible for coordinating the 
subject content and delivery. 
 
The combination of strong pastoral care and 
excellent teaching and learning have meant a 
continuous improvement in examination results 
over the past four years, reaching a very 
pleasing 85 % A-C pass rate in June 2015.  
 
A broad range of A-level subjects are available 
in our Sixth Form. Results are good and most 
students go on to British or Spanish universities. 
Students who wish to may study for the Spanish 
Bachillerato programme in their final two-years 
of school, and take the Selectividad exams prior 
to entering Spanish universities. 

We are proud to say that since Laude San Pedro 
first opened its doors 10 years ago, we have 
been providing all our students with the very 
best education in the very best settings, with 
one goal in mind: to give them roots to grow 
and wings to fly. 

Educaci·n Secundaria Obligatoria (ESO), 
Compulsory Secondary Education, is a 
compulsory educational stage which completes the 
childôs basic education.  It consists of four 
academic years which normally take place between 
the ages of 12 and 16. 
It is organised according to common educational 
principles and related to the studentsô diversity, 
focusing on his or her educational and professional 
orientation. 
 
Its purpose is: 

¶ To have all students obtain the basic elements 
of a general knowledge:  humanistic, artistic, 
scientific and technological. 

¶ To develop and consolidate study and work 
habits. 

¶ To prepare students for higher education and 
for insertion in the labour force. 

¶ To prepare everyone in the use of their rights 
and obligation as citizens. 

 
At LAUDE San Pedro, we place great importance 
on languages. A high percentage of our subjects 
are taught in English and we also prepare our 
students for official exams. 
Our ESO students enjoy classes in a British 
environment, which allows a faster development in 
the learning of the language.

Bachillerato Espa¶ol (Equivalent to A levels) 

Studies in Bachillerato form part of the non-
compulsory Secondary education which consists 
of two academic years. 

There are two different settings for Bachillerato; 
the idea is to let students specialise their 
education according to their interests and their 
future incorporation into higher education and 
their careers.  

To obtain the Bachiller diploma, a positive 
evaluation is needed in all the subjects during the 
two years. 

The final objective is to provide the student with 
the proper education, intellectual and human 
maturity, knowledge and skills that will let him or 
her develop social functions, live an active life 
responsibly and competently.  Of course, it also 
prepares students to obtain access to a higher 
education (Higher Level Formative cycles and 
University).
